
Pinewood House - Directions
From the North, Edinburgh:
From the ring road, take the A68 south to the Carfraemill roundabout which is 10
mile south of Pathhead. At Carfraemill Roundabout take the 1st exit onto the A697
(signposted Coldstream).
After 7.70 miles Turn right onto the A6089 (signposted Kelso).
After 4.60 miles your will reach Gordon. At the crossroads turn left.
After 0.5 miles you have reached the entrance to Pinewood, which is on your left,
opposite a large green agricultural shed.

From the South, Newcastle:
Take the A1 north from Newcastle, after 10 miles Branch left (signposted
Coldstream), then merge onto the A697 Continue to Cornhill (approx 40 miles) at
the Roundabout take the 1st exit onto Main Street - A698 (signposted Coldstream)
passing through Cornhill on Tweed to Coldstream Bridge (River Tweed) (The
border). Continue on the A698 through Coldstream towards Greenlaw. At end of
village (just after the bridge) turn left onto Wester Row - A6105 (signposted
Earlston). After 3.60 miles Turn right into the entrance to Pinewood. If you reach
Gordon, you have gone too far.

From the South, M6:
Leave the M6 at junction 44 (signposted Galashiels), then at Greymoorhill
roundabout take the 3rd exit onto the A7 (signposted Galashiels). Continue on the
A7 for approx 56 miles to Galashiels.
At Kingsknowes Roundabout take the 2nd exit onto the A6091 (signposted
Jedburgh). At Tweedbank Roundabout take the 2nd exit onto the A6091
(signposted Jedburgh). At Melrose Roundabout take the 3rd exit onto the A6091
(signposted Jedburgh) along the Melrose Bypass A6091. At roundabout take the 1st
exit onto the A68 (signposted Edinburgh). Continue (north) to Earlston on the
Melrose Road - A68. Entering Earlston turn right onto High Street - A6105
(signposted Duns). At junction with B6397 continue along the A6105 (signposted
Berwick upon Tweed). Continue to Gordon. Go through Gordon after 0.5 miles you
have reached the entrance to Pinewood, which is on your left, opposite a large
green agricultural shed.
